
ATU Library How To: Search the Library Catalogue

On the library homepage, click on 'Find books'1.

 

2. This opens up the catalogue searchh screen. It is set

at 'General Keyword' for searching. You can use the

drop-down arrow to change this to Author / Subject /

3. Type in your search into the field and press 'Go' 




4. Scroll down though the list of results until you find an item you are interested in. Click on

the title in blue to find out more information, and where the book is located in the library.






5. All the bibliographic details of the book are now available, including an image of what it looks like.

Make note of the information in the grey box below the bibliographic information, , as that tells you what

'Bay' in the Library the book is shelved on, and the 'Call number' tells you where on the Bay the book is.
